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Abstract

This is a template for the proceedings of ICEUTE 2010, with instruction for authors and some sample text.
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1. Introduction

This file is a MS-Word template for the Proceedings of ICEUTE 2010. It is required to submit in a first step, the paper in PDF format without page numbers using the online submission system accessible from the ICEUTE web site.
In a second step, once authors have received an acceptance email for their contribution; a final PDF and also the source MS Word files will be required. Only MS Word (both 2003 and 2007 versions) source files will be admitted. A copyright form, signed by at least one of the authors of the paper (in the name of all authors) will be requested as well in order to publish the work in the proceedings of the conference.

Both the PDF and the MS Word files should be free of page numbers and of high quality with embedded fonts. The conference organizers will combine all the papers into one document and then insert page numbers.  

2. Submission Process 

Please prepare your contribution (in English) and upload only the PDF file into the submission application accessible form the web site before 26th April, 2010. You will be notified of the acceptance or rejection of the work by the 19th May, 2010. The revised paper (in PDF format) must be uploaded by 31st May, 2010.
You will then be requested to send both the final PDF and the MS Word files for your contribution by 9th June, 2010. Also a scanned copyright form signed by at least one of the authors of the paper (in the name of all authors) will be requested along with your contribution files.
No paper will appear in the proceedings unless the registration fee is paid or an email communication regarding payment has authorized inclusion before 14th June, 2010. If there are mitigating circumstances regarding the registration payment by that date, please email the organizers to see if a waiver will be granted.  The week of June 14th--20th, 2010 will be used to solve formatting problems that will arise, so it is essential to meet the deadline.

3. Format
Remember that the maximum number of pages is 8. The charge for extra pages (over 8) is 75 Euro each.
Margins should be 3 cm on the left and right, and 2.5 cm on the top and bottom. Remember that printing will be on standard A4 (21 x 29.7 cm), and if you are using US Letter size paper (8.5”x11”) to prepare note that it is about 2.2 cm shorter and 2.5 cm wider than A4 size paper.
4. First Level Title
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
